                             College Scholarship
Availability:  Delaware County Farm Bureau, Inc. may award up to five $2,000 College Scholarships annually.
Eligibility:  to be eligible to receive one of the above scholarships, one must be over 17 years of age, and not older than 24 years of age.  You or your parent or guardian must have a  Membership in the Delaware County Farm Bureau that has been carried for at least two years prior to the application  and must be of good standing at the time of presentation.  The student must also be enrolled or accepted to a vocational school, college or higher education  program and be a full time student at the time the scholarship is presented.  Each scholarship is a one year scholarship, but the applicants may and are encouraged to apply each year that they are eligible.
To be eligible the applicant is required to attend at least one Delaware County Farm Bureau board meeting, policy development meeting or annual meeting to understand the goals, mission and operations of Delaware County Farm Bureau.  Monthly meetings are held on the second Monday of each month at 7:00pm .   The location varies at different Lions Clubs buildings.   ( There are no meetings in May, October or December). You will need to contact Vickie Mitchell to find out the location of the meeting for the month you want to attend.  Her number is 765-748-9853.  There is also a township meeting on the third Monday of each month at the Mill St. Inn in Gaston at 6pm that you can attend. The Annual Meeting is held on the last Monday of August at 6:30 pm at the Union Chapel 180 building.   The applicant may attend with an adult or a fellow student.   The applicant is also required to have participated in at least one  Farm Bureau event such as the 4-H fun night, Farm Fest, Pedal Pull,  set-up or clean up for the Annual Meeting, Statehouse visits or other events that has occurred in the 12 months prior to March 1.
